The tiles for the clip-in systems are provided with embossed
nubs at the upstands of the front sides which ensure a load-
carrying connection with the clip-in profile. The tiles must be
pressed into the clip-in profile such that they audibly engage.

Folding out of the tiles is possible only with an unclip tool. The
tool is inserted into the non-clamped tile joint - immediately
alongside the clip-in profile. After the tool has engaged in the
tile edge, the tile can be carefully extracted out of the clip-in
profile. You can proceed in the same manner on the other tile
edges.
